The following Conditions of Sale, as amended by any
published or posted notices or verbal announcements
during the sale, constitute the entire terms and
conditions on which property listed in the catalog shall
be offered for sale or sold by Bonhams & Butterfields
Auctioneers Corp. and any consignor of such property
for whom we act as agent.

Research by Ted Denton revealed only a few examples of this curious
watch. The dial was apparently first designed by a British postmaster,
Hill in the 1880’s in an attempt to simplify transmitting time in Morse

code, when using a coded sequence of letters to represent numerals.

The watch is designed to directly read the letter code from the
timepiece. For example, if the letter “B” designates 2:00, then
the letters “B F” represent 2:30 and, for one minute intervals, the
sequence “B F S” means 2:32.

Never adopted, it is not known how the Marconi Company learned of
the dial, suggesting the surviving examples may have been prototypes
in an unsuccessful experiment.

The present clock is described in an article
under the heading“Equation, (Horlogerie
etc.)” that is separate from the main entry
on Horology. Engravings of the movement
and its cadrature comprise figures 37 — 41
in the section of plates to accompany the
entry “Horlogerie”.

The article begins with a lengthy discussion
of the types of equation clocks and their
construction, noting that the most accurate
are those which are cleverly designed to have
as few wheels as possible in the train. The
present example is cited as one of the first
successful Equation clocks with a single dial
and concentric hands.

The author then inserts a passionate appeal to
the clock making trade condemning those who
work only for profit. He goes on to say that to
be a great clockmaker, one must be born with
a natural talent. The passage is, in fact, a clear
statement of LeRoy’s own philosophy.

Julien Le Roy (1686-1759) was regarded by
his contemporaries, as the most influential
horologist of his era. In the words of the
historian, Paul Chamberlain , “Le Roy
occupies in France very much the same
relation to horology that Tompion does in
England - a figure that can be looked upon as
father of the art at a very interesting period.”

Born in Tours and trained by his father,

Le Roy arrived in Paris around 1700. Le

Roy began his career at a time when the
reputation of French clock making was in
decline. To remedy this situation, he joined
with others to found the Société des Arts

to promote horological knowledge. Unlike
many, Le Roy freely shared his ideas with
his colleagues. His superb craftsmanship
influenced the profession and helped reverse
the decline. His mechanical improvements to
watches were incorporated into virtually all
later18th century Continental watches. In the
end, the success of the Société prompted

a jealousAcademie Royale des Sciencego
absorb its membership.

Shortly after Le Roy received his freedom in
1713, he set up a workshop in the rue de
Harlay, off la place Dauphine, where the most
eminent 18th century Parisian clockmakers
also worked. In 1739, Julien Le Roy was
appointed Valet de Chambre, Horologer du
Roi, and granted premises in the Louvre,
which he maintained in addition to his atelier
in the rue de Harlay.

The Equation of Time

With the invention of the pendulum clock
in the late 1650's, the quest for precision
became the primary focus of horological
research. A clock potentially accurate to
within a few seconds appeared by the
1670’ in the form of the weight driven
longcase clock. The new clocks also
revealed a curious phenomenon.

They soon found a significant difference
between “true time”, the apparent time
seen in the shadow of a sundial, and “mean
time”, the average time measured by a
clock. The difference between Solar time
and mean time varies daily in a complex
way: from over 14 minutes fast in February
to over 16 minutes slow in November. The
yearly cycle of this variation became known
as the “Equation of Time”.

In 18th century France, to design a
self-adjusting Equation clock became

a measure of a clockmaker’s abilities.

The variable rate required of an Equation
mechanism seemed incompatible with

the constant rate of a precision clock. The
critical part to produce the variation was
derived by Christaan Huygens who plotted
the yearly course of the Equation as a
graph in polar coordinates. The resulting
form became the template for a kidney-
shaped wheel, or cam, whose profile could
mimic the time difference. Mounted on the
calendar wheel so that it made a complete
revolution once a year its irregular profile
guided the Solar minute hand to produce
the required time difference.

Provenance

The early history of the clock is unknown.
However, Julien LeRoy's work for the
French Crown is well documented, so it

is worth noting that an “old fashioned”
equation timepiece of the same dimensions
in a “black case” is in the inventory of
clocks in the French Royal Collection made
at the time of the Revolution. (see: Verlet, P.
Les bronzes doré francais du XVllle siécle.
Paris: Picard 1987, pp 459-465).

The clock came to be part of the Collection
of Gabriel Moreau (1891 - 1961), Director
of LUEcole d’Horlogerie d’Anet founded

in 1876 by Alfred Beillard (1850 - 1939) a
teacher and scholar who published a series
of works on the history of clock making in
France. The clock had been in the school’s
horological museum until it was dispersed
at auction in 1986.

There are published examples of two

other clocks with LeRoy’'s 1736 equation
mechanism. Both incorporate striking work.
English Royal Collection [RCIN 30036]
acquired by George IV in 1824.

The Grand Rapids Clock & Mantel Co. (active c. 1890 — 1916)

was founded by James T. Phillips, an entrepreneur and prominent
member of the furniture trade in Grand Rapids. Seeing a demand by
retailers for carved specialties, Phillips took over a small clock case
manufacturing shop employing twelve workmen. He expanded the
workforce to over fifty and by the turn of the century was advertising
“hall-clocks in Mission, Colonial and Dutch Revival” styles.

The present design, usually attributed the New Yorknaker R. J. Horner,
was made in both oak and mahogany and supplied to well-known
retailers including Tiffany & Co. who then supplietheir own movements.

The Phillips mansion still stands in Grand Rapids and is reportedly
haunted by his ghost.

These three chairs are part of a larger set of chairs, two chairs of
which are currently in the collection of the American Museum in Bath,
England (acc. nos. 60.5.1 and 60.5.2) and were at one time handled
by Harry Arons. The museum in Bath has attributed their chairs to
Jonathan Shoemaker and Samuel Mickle. While recent scholarship
may disprove that attribution, Samuel Mickle (1746-1830) may have
been distantly related to the Hopkins’ family as John Estaugh Hopkins’
wife was Sarah Mickle (1742-1789).

An early but landmark exhibition and publication on New Jersey
furniture featured several pieces from the Elizabeth Haddon Estaugh
home; for more information, see Thomas Smith Hopkins and Walter
Scott Cox, Colonial Furniture of West New Jersey(The Historical
Society of Haddonfield: Haddonfield, NJ, 1936). A superlative Queen
Anne side chair, also from the Haddon collection, is illustrated in an
advertisement for Charles Wolsey LyonsThe Magazine Antiques

This stately chair demonstrates bold proportions, dynamic patriotic
carving and a commanding presence. While the chair has been
reupholstered, it retains its original surface that has darkened and has
an alligatored appearance that contributes additionally to its appeal
and rarity. It is not only an important survivor from a significant official
American commission, but, and most importantly, is the physical
support for portrait photographs of the most prominent figures in
nineteenth-century American history. There is perhaps no other single
object that connects with so many important historical figures.



The Commission

The chair is one of 262 chairs commissioned for the United States
House of Representatives in 1857, after a design by Thomas Ustick
Walters. The commission was so large, and included desks as well,
that it was completed by several firms, including Bembe and Kimbel
of New York, Hammitt Desk Mfg. Co of Philadelphia and Doe Hazelton
& Co. of Boston. While survivors do occasionally surface at auction,
those bearing the stamp of Bembe and Kimbel, as seen on this chair,
are relatively rare. By 1863, several of these chairs had left the House
of Representatives for a variety of reasons and the circumstances
surrounding their dispersal bear further research.

“The Lincoln Chair”

The chair was in Brady’s studio by February 9, 1864 and used when
Lincoln and his son, Tad, were photographed in what would become
one of the most iconic and poignant photographs of Lincoln. However,
the circumstances surrounding exactly how Brady acquired this chair
are not completely clear. According to family tradition, the chair was
given to Brady by Abraham Lincoln; while the friendship between
Lincoln and both Brady and his associate, Alexander Gardner, is fairly
well documented, no correspondence survives from either Brady or
Lincoln mentioning this chair specifically.

Brady had as an apprentice from 1867 Levin Corbin Endy, who was
his nephew by marriage. Handy's two daughters, Alie H. Cox and Mary
H. Evans, believed that Lincoln had given Brady thehair as a gift and
relayed this story to Brady biographer Roy Meredithwho subsequently
cited the story in his bookMr. Lincoln's Camera Man: Mathew Brady
New York: Charles Scribner’s Sons, 1946 (pp. 78-81)The lack of primary
documentation, in the form of diaries or letters &m either Lincoln or
Brady has prevented Lincoln scholars from giving i story full credence.
The only documentation known to exist are signed &flavits from Mary
Evans, Will H. Towles and Frank B. Kaye, who workedith Towles; in
each of the affidavits, the chair is referred to aThe Lincoln Chair.”

The Pictorial Record

Handy acquired Brady's photographs upon Brady’s de¢h and this
collection is now at the Library of Congress. Thesrviving pictorial
archive in both the Brady-Handy Collection and théMleserve collection of
Lincoln photographs now at Yale indicates that thishair did not appear
in Brady's studio prior to February 1864 and is dférent from a similar
chair owned by Alexander Gardner. The Gardner fargichair stayed in
the Gardner family until 1921 when it was gifted tahe Church of New
Jerusalem; it was subsequently sold at auction in @01 when it was
acquired by the collection of the Lincoln FinancigBroup and is currently
on permanent view at the Indiana State Museum in thianapolis.

The list of sitters who sat in this chair for Mathew Brady is, literally, a
“Who's Who” of American history-makers. No less than five presidents
graced it, as well as all manner of senators and civil servants, Civil
War soldiers of all rank and file and hailing from both sides of the

War, Justices, Native Americans and citizens, both prominent and
anonymous. When used in group portraits, the most important figure
in the group is shown seated in this chair; it is interesting to note that
women are never depicted seated in it, in part for the practical reasons
in that it wasn’t wide enough for the fashionable hoop skirts of the day.

The Studio After Brady

Destitute and an invalid at the end of his life, Brady sold his studio

in its entirety to William Stalee in 1893, three years prior to his death
in 1896. Stalee subsequently sold the studio and its contents to

Will H. Towles in 1903. While no inventories of either sale have been
found, the chair has always remained with the studio. Frank B. Kaye
was working in the Studio when Towles acquired it and his 1940
affidavit attests that the Lincoln Chair was included with the rest of
the furnishings. Remaining in the Towles and Pattison families to this
day, it has been exhibited numerous times at mid-Atlantic area events,
including the 1952 Chevy Chase Antiques Show and Sale.

This impressive suite of American Renaissance dingnfurniture was
originally situated in the Barnes Hiscock mansionta930 James
Street in Syracuse, New York. The house was builni1851-53

by George Barnes, an American industrialist. GeorgBarnes’
daughter, Elizabeth, married Frank Hiscock, who washe chief
justice of the New York State Court of Appeals. 1883, Hiscock
and Elizabeth commissioned the architect Joseph Lyran Silsbee

to remodel it in a more fashionable Colonial Revivatyle. The
woodcarvers who worked on the house were Adolph Hddtein and
Moses Winkelstein and they may have crafted this ipressive suite;
Holstein and Winkelstein remained in Syracuse andéinded the
Syracuse Ornamental Co.

Hiscock was close friends with President William Howard Taft, who is
reported to have visited the Hiscocks several times at their home in
Syracuse. Other notable visitors to the Barnes-Hiscock house include
Reverend Samuel May, Gerritt Smith, Elizabeth Cady, Henry Stanton
and L. Frank Baum. The house played a key role in the abolitionist
movement and was a stop along the Underground Railroad. It is listed
on the National Register of Historic Places.

When Hiscock died in 1946, he bequeathed the Barnes Hiscock
mansion and its contents to charity, and in 1949 it became the primary
asset of the Corinthian Club, a private women'’s club. When the
Corinthian Club faced financial difficulties in 2009, the contents were
sold and the house was acquired by the George and Rebecca Barnes
Foundation, which oversees the house to this day.

The firm of Cottier and Co. was established in Lonohn in 1869 by Daniel Cottier, who was in
partnership at the time with John McKean Brydon, Wliam Wallace and Bruce J. Talbert.

New York Interiors 1935-1985, (Acanthus Press
Visual Library, 2008, vol. 2, pages 166-175) explains
the Zajac & Callahan style:

“Among the most original designers of their
generation, Edward Zajac and Richard Callahan built
on a strong base of history to create a trademark
style. The interiors that brought them into the public
eye in the 1970s and 1980s were a radical departure
from the movement toward modernism that was
drawing other young designers. Instead, they looked
back to the previous century in a fondness for multiple
patterns, adventurous colors and a complex interplay
of accessories and accent furniture.

They enjoyed almost immediate success, with
pattern-on-pattern interiors that seemed to be
randomly assembled, but required meticulous
planning- each pattern was calculated to cancel

out the other, with complementary motifs, scale
and colorations. The most readily recognized Zajac
and Callahan rooms are fantasies of variegated
designs and lively color combinations, with eye-
catching objects. Zajac and Callahan designed
rooms more traditional than contemporary, but they
were rarely interested in meticulously recreating the
past. They preferred to reinterpret the past, alway s
with a sense of humor. Most of their interiors were
lavishly accessorized with an eclectic assortment
of objects that somehow blended congenially.”
