Después de sus ultimas exposiciones en Madrid “Aqui huidizo” en Alcala 31 (2010) y la
mas reciente “Espacios Emergentes” en el Museo Lazaro Galdiano (2019), y tras una
década en la que ha trabajado fuera de Espafia con proyectos en EEUU, China, Brasil o
Australia, Isidro Blasco presenta en la galeria PONCE+ROBLES tres construcciones de gran
tamano realizadas en madera y fotografia.

Centrado en la iconografia visual de la ciudad de Nueva York, donde reside desde 1996,
nos presenta unas construcciones que se van desarrollando en el espacio de la galeria
manteniendo una clara relacién a la arquitectura que les dio origen. Son construcciones
incompletas y fragmentadas que hacen referencia a la naturaleza transitoria de lo que
percibimos en nuestro andar por la ciudad.

Isidro Blasco Combina arquitectura, fotografia e instalacion para explorar terrenos fisi-
cos y psicoldgicos. Con fotografias y materiales crudos de construccidn crea pequefios y
grandes entornos arquitectdnicos en tres dimensiones de barrios de la ciudad, produc-
iendo snapshots de la ciudad que cuestionan la percepcidn. Partiendo de un punto de
vista predeterminado de un edificio, de un interior o exterior, Blasco toma sus fotografias
y conecta las imagenes en esculturas que recuerdan a los collages cubistas con multiplos
planos y diferentes caras. Las distorsiones perspectivas resultantes, nos presentan esce-
nas que son a la vez reconocibles y totalmente nuevas.

Isidro Blasco nacié Madrid, Espafia, en 1962, y ha vivido en Nueva York desde 1996. El ar-
tista ha expuesto en todo el mundo, incluyendo Australia, Brasil, China, Austria, Portugal
y Espaiia. Los lugares de Nueva York incluyen MoMA-PS1, Black and White Gallery-Brook-
lyn, Smack Mellon Gallery-Brooklyn; Galeria SIM-Brasil, Dominick Mersch-Sydney, Austra-
lia, Wave Hill en el Bronx, Espacio Uno-Reina Sofia, Alcala 31-Madrid. Numerosos premios
incluyen escultor en residencia en la Academia Espafiola en Roma (1991); la beca de Ia
Fundacidn Pollock Krasner (2010, 1998); y la Fundacién Guggenheim Fellowship en Artes
Visuales (2000). En los Estados Unidos, las obras de Blasco se pueden encontrar en las
colecciones del Museo de Arte Moderno; Museo Whitney de Arte Americano; Queens
Museum of Art; Tweed Museum of Art; Instituto de Arte Contemporaneo de Chicago; vy el
Museo de Arte de Baltimore, entre otros.

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ESPACIOS EMERGENTES

After his last exhibitions in Madrid “Aqui Huidizo” at A Icala 31 (2010) and his most recent
“Espacio Emergente” at thMuseo Lazaro Galdiano (2019), and after a decade in which he
had worked outside of Spain on projects in the United States, China, Brazil and Australia,
IsidroBlasco presents in the gallery PONCE+ROBLES three big pieces made of wood and
photographs.

Centered in the visual iconography of New York City, where he’s lived since 1996, he presents
various constructed pieces which are being shown in a gallery, maintaining a clear relationship
with the origin the architecture from where the pieces originated. They are incompleted and
fragmented constructions of the pieces with a clear reference to the transitionary nature of
our perception while walking through the city.

Isidro Blasco combines architecture, photography, and installation to explore physical and
psychological terrains. Digital images and raw building materials are used to create large-
and small-scale architectural environments and three-dimensional reconstructions of
neighborhoods, producing snapshots of cityscapes that challenge perceptions. Beginning with
a viewpoint of a building, or an interior or exterior space, Blasco takes photographs and pieces
together images into “photographic sculptures” that are reminiscent of Cubist collages with
multi-faceted angles and planes. Blasco’s slight distortions of perspective produce revised
scenes that can appear both recognizable and unfamiliar.

Isidro Blasco was born in Madrid, Spain in 1962 and has lived in New York since 1996. The
artist has exhibited widely throughout the world including Australia, Brazil, China, Austria,
Portugal and Spain. New York venues include MoMA-PS1, Black and White Gallery-Brooklyn,
Smack Mellon Gallery-Brooklyn; SIM Gallery-Brazil, Dominick Mersch-Sydney, Australia,
Wave Hill in the Bronx, Espacio Uno-Reina Sofia, Alcala 31-Madrid. Numerous awards include
sculptor in residence at the Spanish Academy in Rome (1991); the Pollock Krasner Foundation
Grant (2010, 1998); and the Guggenheim Foundation Fellowship in Visual Arts (2000). In the
U.S., Blasco’s works can be found in the collections of the Museum of Modern Art; Whitney
Museum of American Art; Queens Museum of Art; Tweed Museum of Art; Chicago Institute of
Contemporary Art; and Baltimore Museum of Art, among others. The artist maintains studios
in Madrid, Spain; and Brooklyn, New York.

Isidro Blasco combina arquitectura, fotografia e instalacién para explorar te-
rrenos fisicos y psicoldgicos. Las imagenes digitales y los materiales de construccion
en bruto se utilizan para crear entornos arquitectonicos a gran y pequena escala y
reconstrucciones tridimensionales de barrios, produciendo instantaneas de paisajes
urbanos que desafian las percepciones. Comenzando con el punto de vista de un edi-
ficio o un espacio interior o exterior, Blasco toma fotografias y junta imagenes en “es-
culturas fotograficas” que recuerdan a los collages cubistas con angulos y planos mul-
tifacéticos. Las ligeras distorsiones de perspectiva de Blasco producen una revisiéon
de las imagenes que pueden parecer reconocibles y desconocidas al mismo tiempo.
El artista explica: “Conecto mi experiencia como un extrafio que camina por las calles
e interactia con la ciudad con mis sentimientos mas intimos sobre los espacios cerra-
dos y privados”.

The artist explains, “I connect my experience as an
outsider who walks the streets and interacts with the city with my more intimate fe-
elings about closed and private spaces.”
