PREFACE

Helmut Koller

[ have always struggled to explain my paintings. Pop art would really have been the easy answer, but | disagree with its basic
concept. The Pop of the sixties saw itself as a counter culture, but | am of a different generation and cultural background. | feel
closer to the Vienna Secession and the artists of the Renaissance.

Understanding that my works are unique but still Pop art in a wider sense | set out to create and name my own movement; fully content
of being its only member. Neo-Pop, | thought, would describe it best.
Of course, | found it necessary to google Neo-Pop. To my surprise | found somebody who had defined my kind of Pop.

“The Neo-Pop is different. It wears its social membership on its sleeve, insisting on the centrality of its niche,” wrote Christopher Knight,
art critic of the Los Angeles Times, in an article on December 24, 2006, titled: “The Neo-Pop is everywhere you look.”

He further stated: “The Neo-Pop is not a style or a movement, as it was in the 1960s. It's a zeitgeist, the spirit of the 21st century. Today's
art operates as a distinctive niche within the larger sphere of popular entertainment. Contained by that bigger universe, which | think of
as the Cultural Industrial Complex, art ranks among the liveliest, most resonant galaxies.”

Mr. Knight points out, that: “Popular culture used to be synonymous with mass culture, but now it's a vast niche society.”

My paintings are built upon the classical color harmony. Many of my canvases are sized in the golden ratio. My bow before the great

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BIOGRAPHY

elmut Koller was born in 1954. He grew up in the beautiful Austrian countryside. He first enrolled in the faculty of Fine Arts to
ﬂstudy painting. After completing a degree in photography, he moved to Germany to practice his new profession. After returning
to Austria, Koller became the official photographer for the Vienna State Opera. For seven years, he photographed the most famous
lyric artists: Luciano Pavarotti, Leonard Bernstein and even Rudolph Nureyev were the subjects of his work. He submerged himself in this
exciting theatrical world. These encounters have marked him profoundly. During this time, Helmut Koller co-wrote, photographed and
published several books.

Feeling confined in Europe and feeling equally ambitious, he left for America, first to New York and then on to Florida, where he
photographed high fashion personalities and famous artists’ portraits. In 1987, with the success of his first painting exhibition:
Homage to Egon Schiele, Koller decided then to devote himself entirely to painting, and abandoned photography. Koller was awarded
the New York Art International 1988 prize for his historic portraits of Native Americans. Beginning in 1997, Koller started painting animals.
During the summer of 1998, Suppan Fine Art of Vienna in Austria showed his new paintings. Then the Galleria Di Sorrento of Leasons
Palace in Las Vegas presented his Realistic Pop paintings for the first time in the United States with success.

For many years, he happily painted his animals, lived alone in the heart of Florida, and was cherished by his American collectors until
2003. Galerie DUMONTEIL then became his dealer in exclusivity after an amazing encounter with the artist and his works. Since 2005, the
gallery exhibits the artist's new canvas in the Fine Arts and Antiques Pavilion in Paris. Ever since, exhibitions and salons are followed with
non-stop success from Palm Beach to New York, from Moscow to London, from Dubai to Shanghai and Hong Kong through Abu Dhabi.

His fans are well beyond the Animal Art frontier and the works are next to the most important figures in Contemporary Art among
important collections. His style is in fact one of the most original and promising examples of the Contemporary Figurative Animalier
Movement; a movement that our gallery supports through our endorsement of its members.

Helmut Koller

I n'est jamais facile pour un artiste d'expliquer son ceuvre. « Pop Art » serait une référence facile mais je ne suis pas d'accord avec

elmut Koller est né en 1954 et il a grandi au milieu des magnifiques paysages de la campagne autrichienne. Il s’est d'abord inscrit
?[é la Faculté des Beaux-Arts de Vienne pour étudier la peinture. Plus tard aprés avoir terminé une formation de photographe, il
émigra en Allemagne afin d’exercer sa nouvelle profession. En un an, de retour en Autriche, il devint le photographe officiel de I'Opéra
Staatsoper de Vienne. Pendant sept ans, il a photographié parmi les plus grands artistes: Luciano Pavarotti, Leonard Berstein et Rudolf
Nureyev ont ainsi été les sujets de son travail.
