Born in 1972, Mehrdad Shoghi Haghdoust graduated from the Faculty of Arts and Architecture of
Tehran Islamic Azad University in visual communications. From 1993 to 2004, he has held and par-
ticipated in more than 30 solo and group exhibitions, biennales and auctions in Iran and abroad,
His works have been selected by accredited museums, such as the British museum, Tehran
Museum of Modern Arts and the Islamic Museum of Malaysia. The text below is an excerpt of
Aydin Aghdashlou’s 2008 review of his exhibition in London.

Mehrdad Shoghi is one of the most prominent masters of Persian calligraphy. He has been able
to apply calligraphy in @ modemn manner. In his most recent works, his inspiration by Kufic manu-
scripts from a thousand years ago is evident, which he has beautifully appropriated in a new and
modern way. However, rather than being just loyal to the ancient manners , shoghi focuses on cre-
ating spaces by new designs and arrangements which are completely in sync with the values of
contemperory art and are capable of attaining a new artistic language.
